Institute is producing and Supplying Vaccine to Cater the Needs of livestock
population in Karnataka State, Institute is also producing one human vaccine for KFD
and supplied to Health and family welfare Department GOK.

Currently there is limited infrastructure facility with only three licensed
laboratories for production of all vaccines in the Institute hence proposal was given to
GOK to release funds to create new infrastructure to produce vaccines. Accordingly
considering the urgent requirement GOK has released Rs.13.00 crores to construct an
Ultra-Modern facility in the year 2016-17 and Rs.5.00 crores to construct KFD vaccine
production laboratory in the year 2017-18. However the above funds of Rs. 18.00
crores have been unutilized due to many reasons including COVID-19 situation.

The Advisory committee met on 08.07.2022 has accorded permission to use available
budget Rs.18.00 crores to build:

1. New negative pressure vaccine production facility for BSL-3 pathogens (Rs.8.00
crores).

Many animal diseases are caused by infection and non infectious agents, in the
susceptible animal population. Veterinary Diagnostic services are very important to confirm the
disease, provide appropriate treatment and control of disease in animals. At the individual
farmer/farm level, clinical diagnosis is often not confirmed until laboratory examinations are
performed. A rapid diagnosis of the cause of sickness or death will frequently reduce further
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economic losses and allow timely implementation of control and preventative measures. At the
district level, accurate diagnosis of animal disease would facilitate monitoring disease
occurrence, to carry out the surveillance programs and provide an early warning of an
increased incidence of the disease, which has not previously been recognized in the district.
These laboratories are going to play an important role in pilot study under one health
programme in Karnataka state, launched by GOI in addressing the issues pertaining to the
diseases of zoonotic importance.

Further as per the proceedings of Advisory committee meeting held on 8/7/2022 and
instruction of The Principal Secretary, Dept of AH & F, Government of Karnataka two district
laboratories at Haveri and Chamarajnagar need to be established. Cost of the construction of
laboratory building as per the prototype plan, for these two district laboratories at Rs. 60.00
Lakhs each, would be met out of the funds available from Establishment of FMD vaccine
production Facility project (Ab Ac No:1555).
