The Registrar & Member Secretary welcomed the Hon'ble Members of the
Board of Management to the 123" Meeting of the Board of Management. The Hon'ble
Vice Chancellor and Chairman welcomed all the Members of the Board and informed
the Registrar & Member Secretary to proceed with the presentation of the agenda for
the meeting.

Item No.1 Action taken on the proceedings of 122" Meeting of Board of
Management of KVAFSU, Bidar held on 15-09-2025 at Board Room, KVAFSU,
Bidar

Resolution

The Board of Management perused the item and confirmed the action taken by
the University on the proceedings of 122™ Meeting of Board of Management held on
15-09-2025 with the following suggestions/modification on specific items as under

Item No.13 Re location of construction of Clinical Departments, Department of
Veterinary Microbiology & Veterinary Public Health at Veterinary College,
Gadag

Resolution

The Board of Management discussed resolution of this agenda in 122nd
Meeting about the project status and structural integrity concerns for the
developmental works at the Veterinary College, Gadag and resolved to approve a
revision to the building plans. The College, established in 2016-17, has been
undertaking construction projects via the Public Works Department (PWD) on a
deposit contribution basis. However, progress has been significantly impeded by the
Public Works Department'’s inability to complete the first floor of both the college and
hospital buildings. This delay and technical assessment, including concerns
communicated by PWD engineers during a meeting on July 19, 2025 as mentioned in
the agenda which confirmed that the ground floor columns are incapable of
supporting the structural load of a planned first floor, thereby deeming further first-
floor construction inadvisable due to safety and structural integrity concerns. To
ensure project continuity and maintain safety standards, the Board approved the
immediate relocation of two College departments (Veterinary Microbiology and
Veterinary Public Health) and three Clinical departments (Veterinary Medicine,
Veterinary Surgery and Radiology, and Veterinary Gynaecology and Obstretics) on
the ground floor only, thereby ensuring the structural safety and operational
functionality of the buildings in adherence to extant procedure. It was also resovled to
submit a proposal for Govt. of Karnataka for the additional cost arised due to re
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location of buildings from first floor to ground floor. After detailed discussion and
deliberation the Board informed to complete the works as early as possible.

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Item No.17 Progress on the Establishment of Super Speciality Veterinary
Hospital and Pet Park at MRS Land, Bengaluru

Resolution

The Board of Management, in view of the foregoing progress of the proposed
Super Speciality Veterinary Hospital and Pet Park at MRS Land, Bengaluru, and the
strategic importance thereof, resolved to reconstitute the existing Project Committee.
This resolution was part of an extensive review of the current status and structure of
the committee with addition of two Hon'ble Board Members of KVAFSU, Bidar: Dr.
Venkatachala V.S. and Sri. Baswaraj Bhatmurge. This administrative measure is
warranted as a means of strengthening and expanding membership within the
committee thereby enhancing its functional capacity in facilitating the establishment of
the project through additional expertise, oversight, and decisiveness. The Board
instructed the Registrar to take urgent steps to begin the development work and to
bring in more cohesiveness in the development process.

Item No.02 Report of the Disciplinary Committee in respect of Dr.Shivakumar.M,
Professor, College of Fisheries, Mangalore

Resolution

The Board of Management, following a comprehensive, and thorough review of
the entire disciplinary matter concerning Dr. Shivakumar M, Professor, College of
Fisheries, Mangalore, perused the findings, evidence, and conclusive
recommendations documented in the Official Report submitted by the Disciplinary
Committee (DC) and perused that the “Disciplinary committee was constituted by
KVAFSU,Bidar vide ref. No. 96BOM/DC-constitution/MS-FRICH/2020-21, Dt. 26-03-
2021 and reconstituted Committee vide ref. No. R/DC/Comm/MS/FRIC/2021-22, Dt.
23-06-2021 to conduct enquiry into the issues related to Dr.Shivakumar.M, Professor,
FRIC, Hebbal, Bangalore on the basis of the Fact Finding Committee Report and
Recommendations of the Comptroller for the recocvery of the amount. Further, the
University constituted enquiry by retired District Judge and based upon report of the
enquiry officer Disciplinary Committee was constituted as per KVAFSU Statute 2009
Dt. 02-07-2025. The committee submitted its report to the University dated 24-09-
2025 and concluded as follows “that necessary action to be initiated to recover Rs.
2,83,840.00 (Rupees two lakh eighty three thousand eighty four only), if the
expenditure /bills were settled for the purpose other than those meant for the conduct
of Matsyamela from the amount flown through his personnel account and addressing
the audit issues if any related to bills, Further, he may be cautioned to not to violate
any operating procedure of finance of the government or University and to take prior
permission to conduct research and training from the competent authorities. The
Disciplinary Committee opined that to prevent recurrence, the University must enforce
KCSR rule 98 and KFC for pre approval of expenditures and supplier cheques above
Rs. 5,000/-, mandatory stock ledgers audit trails, and utilization certificate, as per
KTPP act, are essential. A monitoring mechanism for research permission will ensure
compliance, safeguarding public funds and institutional integrity”

The Board of Management after detailed discussion and deliberation, confirms
the Board's agreement with the recommendation of the Disciplinary Committee
concerning the proven lapses pertaining to the delinquent employee. Furthermore, it
is the explicit intent and directive of the Board based on the enquiry officer report
which reveals that the allegations on the delinquent employee” point No.01 to 09 are
not proved” consequently the Board of Management resolved that the final scope of
disciplinary action and administrative proceedings regarding this specific matter
concerning Dr. Shivakumar M, Professor, College of Fisheries, Mangalore is
acquitted and settled in its entirety by the University.
